What are rections?

“Verb rections” is the term used for when certain verbs require the usage of a certain case for words
connected to it. This does exist in English at some level, but I’ve never heard the term “rection” in
regards of English.

An example in English:
to look at,

to look for,

to look in,

to look out for,

to look out and

to look like.

While Finnish rections are much like what 1 listed above, Finnish uses suffixes to express the
English prepositions (-ssa instead of “in”).
